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Introduction

Until recently, apple growers in the western United States have had
fewer direct pests to contend with than those in the East (apple maggot,
plum curculio, tufted apple budmoth, and apple scab, for example). This
lower pest load has facilitated biological control of secondary pests and
furthered the development of IPM programs. However, discovery of the
apple maggot (AM), Rhagoletis pomonella (Walsh) (Diptera: Tephritidae),
in western fruit-growing regions seriously threatens present management
programs.
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
